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Role & Responsibilities of the

CLUB YOUTH TEAM MANAGER

Who will I be responsible to?


The Youth Development Officer.
Who will I be responsible for?


The relevant Youth Team age group 
What is my role?

The main purpose of the role is to manage this Youth Team in whichever Youth Team Competition or League it is entered
The Manager is permitted to engage assistants as required, so long as they meet the Membership requirements of the club.

What else can you tell me about the role?

The Manager is required to have signed the Clubs Volunteer form agreeing to have read the Clubs policies as stated.
The Youth Development Officer is always available for any assistance or advice. 

A Club first aid kit will be issued to all team managers, which can be replenished on request. The Club provides playing kit (which can be purchased) and match and training equipment.

How much time will I need to give to the role?

Team activities on match day will usually take up to 4 hours. 
Other duties associated with the tasks outlined above are spread across the week, with telephone calls etc., and will take around 1hr.
What tasks are involved?
1. Weekly Team selection
2. Organisation of transport for team matches
3. Team kit & equipment (including laundry, parents usually take turns)
4. Reporting results to League Secretaries/National Competitions organisers as appropriate.

5.  Collecting match fees with reference to Club guidelines

6. Attend Club team managers meeting when called

7. Annual end of season report to Club AGM
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
